Vestibule 1.44m x 1.50m

Accessed via a UPVC door, the vestibule benefits from wall papered walls and stone
floor tiles. There is a pendant light fitting and a coat hook rack with shelf has been
fitted to the wall. A fifteen-pane glass door leads into the inner hall.

Lounge 3.97m x 3.99m

This immaculately presented lounge has a feature wall papered wall. Thereis an
electric wall hung fire with a small alcove built into the wall above to provide stor-
age for a Sky/Freeview box. There is also a further shelved alcove with a cupboard
below which provides extra storage. There is also a four light spiral light fitting, a
smoke alarm, coving and double sockets as well as a central heating radiator. A
window faces the rear elevation and a carpet has been laid to the floor. A door leads
into the kitchen.

The walls have been painted white, there is a window to the side elevation and vinyl
has been laid to the floor.
