Accessed via a UPVC door with glazed panel, this room has magnolia painted walls. 
There is a pendant light fitting, double socket and base unit which houses the elec-
tric consumer unit. An oak glazed door leads into the inner hall.

Vestibule

The beautiful lounge has neutral painted walls as well as oak laminate flooring. 
There is a central heating radiator, a pendant light fitting and a smoke alarm. A large 
picture window has scenic views to the rear elevation. This room benefits from an 
ariel point and double sockets.

Lounge 3.61m x 4.13m

This well-presented, carpeted room boasts oak built in wardrobes with both 
hanging and shelf space. The room benefits from a central heating radiator, double 
sockets and a pendent light fitting. The window, fitted with a roller blind, faces the 
front elevation and an additional door leading to the en-suite.

Bedroom One 3.85m x 4.38m

This is a well-presented bathroom comprising of W.C, pedestal sink and a bath with 
tiles above and benefits from black accessories. There is a flush ceiling light, down 
lighters and also an extractor fan.  There is also a central heating radiator. The floor 
is laid to vinyl.

Bathroom 2.64m x 1.66m 

This well-presented room has soft white painted walls and two built in storage cup-
boards. This room benefits from ceiling down lighters, a smoke alarm and a central 
heating radiator, doors lead to the large kitchen, three bedrooms and bathroom.

Inner Hall 0.984m x 5.47m

The stunning fitted kitchen has a good selection of grey base and wall units with 
laminate worktops as well as matching grey sink with drainer.  There is an Innova-
tion hob with chimney extractor above. There is an integral oven, grill and dish-
washer with space for a washing machine and American fridge freezer. Vinyl has 
been laid to the floor and there is ample space for a dining table and chairs.  There 
are two pendant light fittings, a central heating radiator as well as two windows 
to the rear elevation. A partially glazed UPVC door leads out to the generous rear 
garden. 

Kitchen 5.71m x 2.89m

This neutrally decorated room benefits from a recessed shower with chrome 
controls, WC, pedestal basin as well as a mirrored, wall mounted vanity unit and a 
chrome towel rail. There is a shaver point, ceiling downlighters, an extractor fan and 
vinyl has been laid to the floor.  The room is heated by a central heating radiator.

En-Suite 1.29m x 2.54m

This lovely room is spacious and benefits also from oak fitted wardrobes which have 
both hanging and shelf space. The floor is laid to carpet, central heating radiator 
and pendent light fitting. The window, fitted with a roller blind, faces the front ele-
vation. This room also benefits from ample double sockets.
